CONCERNING CLEMENCY

To the Members of the Senate and Assembly of the State of California:

In accordance with Article V, Section 8 of the California Constitution;
Penal Code Section 4807; and Government Code Section 12017, | submit
to you a report on the pardons, commutations of sentence, and reprieves |
issued in 2019. | pardoned 22 people, granted commutations of sentences
to 23 people, and granted reprieves to 737 people in the form of a
moratorium on the death penalty.

This report includes the pardon and commutation certificates, and the
application forms submitted for each. The report also includes Executive
Order 03.13.19, which sets forth the reasons for my decision to institute a
moratorium on the death penalty.

My constitutional authority to grant clemency in criminal cases in the
form of reprieves, commutations, and pardons is an important part of
California’s criminal justice system that can promote accountability,
rehabilitation public safety, make jails and prisons safer, and correct unjust
results in the legal system.
